INSTALLATION 
 

For ease of installation, it is suggested that the wheel 

be removed. 
 

1. Before you install your precision mud flap, see the diagram and parts list for all necessary parts. Start on the driver 

side. 
 

2.    Remove factory harness mounts A & B with harness and reinstall to the “Z” bracket holes C & D.  
 

3.    Bolt the upper holes of the “Z” bracket to the existing factory push screw holes A & B with two machine screws, 

four flat washers (0.203’’ x 1’’) two lock washers and two hex nuts.   
 

4. Remove the factory screws #11 & #12 on the wheel flare as shown on the diagram and reinstall the two factory 

screws with two flat washers (0.203” x 1”) on holes #1 and #3 through the stainless steel mount into the factory 

holes #11 and #12, loosely secure at this point.  
 

5. Square the flap with the tire and push the flap Up against the wheel flare then secure the flap  with three tek  

      screws and three flat washers (0.281” x 1”) along the wheel flare as shown on the diagram. Now add washer   

      tighten the two factory screws on holes #1 & #3.   
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5. Drill a ¼” hole (7 places) from holes #4 to #10 through the factory tub liner then fasten holes #6 & #7 with two 

machine screws, the long screw used on holes #6, four flat washers, two lock washers and two hex nuts through 

the factory tub liners and Z bracket. For the remaining holes #4, #5, #8 to #10 with five machine screws, ten flat 

washers, five lock washers & five hex nuts through the factory tub liners.                                
 

 Check all fasteners for tightness. Repeat procedure on the passenger side 
 

MAINTENANCE TIPS 
Rubber Care 
 

Maintaining your rubber mud flaps is the same as looking after your tires.  Use soap and water to remove road dirt 

and debris and then clean rubber with any good rubber weather / wear protector that you would use on your tires.  All 

Mud Flaps are made from new virgin rubber for long lasting great looks. 
 

Stainless Steel Care 
 

Keeping your mud flaps looking great requires proper care to be taken with your stainless steel - the same care that 

you would take to look after the paint on your truck.  High amounts of salt will deteriorate even the finest stainless 

steel if it is continuously abused.  Wash the stainless steel on your mud flaps from time to time to remove any road 

grime or salt.
