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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS (Forease of installation it is suggested that the wheel be removed)

1. Before you install your mudflap set, see the diagram & parts list for all necessary parts. Start on the driver’s side.

*Please note: the 2025 Expedition has 3 different step options. These mudflaps will fit the power running board with some modification,
and the Tremor board, with no modification, but will not fit on models with the fixed platform running boards found on the Active model.

2. If you have power running boards, you may find that the board sits slightly into the front wheel well which puts pressure the mudflap.
On the front and rear bracket of the running board, loosen the bolts shown using a 5mm Allen Wrench and a 10mm Socket Wrench.

This will allow you to slightly push the running board back just enough so that the mudflap will sit flush against the inner wheel well.
Once the running board is in position, retighten the bolts on the bracketing.

1. Before you install your mudflap set, see the diagram & parts list for all necessary parts. Start on the driver side.

2. Remove the 3 factory push pins from the fender.

3. Pull back the liner & install spring nuts (f) on 3 factory holes

as shown in diagram.

4. Put the liner back in place, then grab your mudflap.

Loosely install mudflap hole #3 to spring nut (f) using a sheet
metal screw (b), flat washer (c) & nylon washer (g).

5. Slide mudflap ear behind the liner.

6. Loosely install mudflap holes #1 & #2 to spring nuts (f) using a

sheet metal screw (b), flat washer (c) & nylon washer (g).

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7. Using a bubble level or square, ensure that the mudflap is level.

8. Using a 1/4” drill bit, drill through the liner using hole #4 as a guide.

9. Secure mudflap hole #4 to the newly drilled hole using a machine screw (a) & flat washer (c). Secure from behind using a nylon
washer (g), flat washer (c), lock washer (d) & hex nut (e).

10. Repeat procedure on passenger side.
