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INSTALLATION (For ease of installation it is suggested that the wheel be removed)

1. Before you install your mud flap and bracket set, see the diagrams and parts list for all necessary parts. Start on the driver’s

side.
2. Secure the mounting channel assembly through holes #4 to #6 to the mud flap through holes #1 to #3 using a screw (a) and

secure with a nylon washer (e), lock washer (i) and hex nut (h). (See Diagram #1)

3. Secure the mounting bracket through holes #7 & #8 to the mounting channel through holes #9 & #10 using capscrew (c), and
nylon washer (e), and secure with a nylon washer (e), lock washer (i), and hex nut (h). (See Diagram #2)

4. Loosely install mud flap hole #11 to Z-bracket hole #12 using a
button head screw (a) and offset washer (d) and secure using a
nylon washer (e), lock washer (i) and hex nut (h). (See Diagram #3)

5. Remove the three lower factory push pins from holes #13 to #15
by unscrewing the center and then pulling the push pin out.

6. Lift the factory liner and install three spring nuts (j) over factory
holes #13 to #15 (See Diagram #4)

7a. For vehicles with crash bar, loosely install the mounting
bracket through holes #16 & #17 to the factory crash bar mount
bolts using an M12 serrated flange nut (l).
(See Diagram #5a)

7b. For vehicles without crash bar, loosely install the mounting
bracket through holes #16 & #17 to the factory crash bar mount
holes #18 & #19 using an M12 bolt (k). (See Diagram #5b)

8. Loosely install mud flap through hole #20, flat washer (d),
and spacer (g) into previously installed spring nut (j) on factory
hole #15 using a button head screw (b) and flat washer (d).
(See Diagram #6)

9. Install Z-bracket holes #21 & 22 to spring nuts (j) on holes #13 & #14 using
button head screw (a) and nylon washer (e). (See Diagram #7)

10. With a square or other levelling tool, ensure that the flap is level.
11. Carefully tighten all fasteners, ensuring that the flap remains level.

12. Repeat procedure on the passenger side.
